Approval of Minutes
Chair Knoff called for a motion on the November 14, 2023 meeting minutes. George Faucher moved approval of the Minutes; seconded by Marc Grabert.  Motion carried.    
State Emergency Response Commission (SERC) Meetings

Mr. Nolen provided an overview of the recent SERC meetings, held in Daytona Beach in coordination with the HazMat Symposium for which Northeast Florida provided attendance for 73 personnel.  Also discussed at the meeting was the offshore HazMat response pilot training that Northeast Florida is now eligible to take part in.  Mr. Nolen stated that contracts were a major focus of the meeting.  A brief discussion followed.

Current Business/Reports

Florida Hazardous Materials Symposium
Mr. Nolen provided an overview of the Florida HazMat Symposium and how the Local Emergency Planning Committee is able to assist representatives to attend.  Recently, due to the delay in receipt of state funding, the Northeast Florida Regional Council covered some of the cost to help ensure our regions’ representation.  Once funding is received, the Council will be refunded.  Mr. Nolen asked that the members inform him how the LEPC can support the Region for next year’s.
Chair Knoff added that there were over 600 participants at the recent event; the largest to date.  He added that this is a learning opportunity for those who take part.  
2023-2024 HMEP Training 

Mr. Nolen provided an overview of the HMEP training and stated that battery training is a priority.  He also stated that the Jacksonville Fire Rescue is next to attend the International Conference in Baltimore this June.
Statewide Healthcare Coalition Assistance 

Mr. Nolen shared information on the Statewide Healthcare Coalition’s regional tabletop exercise that will occur in March, which LEPC staff will be assisting.  The Healthcare Coalition is an 18-county coalition.  An overview of the scenario was shared, which involves a railcar release of a preselected chemical. 
Website Update and Contact List Changes 

Mr. Nolen stated that as a part of the overhaul of the Regional Council website, the LEPC site will be updated.  The new site will include annual reporting capabilities, Tier IIs, clearing house, LEPC meeting agendas, contact list information.  He stated that the Board Membership requests are currently being updated.
St. Johns/Flagler Mutual Aid 

A review of the timeline of events that occurred in Flagler County on January 25th leading to the St. Johns County HazMat Response team being called for assistance was shared with the Members.  Discussion followed.
